We attach some of the correspondence between The Oxford Trust for Contemporary History and Cherwell District Council in the course of the current application.  You will see that there are a number of matters of substantial public interest which would be prejudiced were this application to be approved in the absence of planning obligations securing compliance with Structure Pan Policy H2 and a heritage offer in proportion to the importance of the site in accordance with  the post-appeal advice in PPS5, and the remaining possibility that the best preserved Cold War remains in the UK might make it ionto the World heritage Site list in the future.  You might also be interested in the contrast between the way in which OTCH was treated at the recent appeal and since by both applicants and council.

This request to the Secretary of State to have the application called-in is also made so that when the history of the site and its conservation and use is unpacked and made available, there will be no doubt as to who was responsible and where to place both credit and blame. We
