	Comments:
	The proposed design (a black metal fence) would be aesthetically unattractive in what will be a green spot within the Bovis development. It is aesthetically similar to safety railings used at industrial sites and near railroads. The proposed design, which clearly prioritises cost and maintenance considerations over aesthetics would constantly remind users that the green open area is in fact a rainwater sewer. 

On the basis that a barrier is required for safety reasons, an alternative design using natural materials, for example based on the brown wood fence south of the Field Views development, would be much more in keeping with the intention to create an open, green area within the development.
