· Background information of the development including development type, size (number of units), and location (full address). 

· Reference to planning application number.

· Planned / estimated date of occupation. 

· Name and contact details of the Site Travel Plan Co-ordinator.
· Name and contact details of site owner.

· Location map of the development, surrounding area and site plan. 

· Information of other elements of the development e.g. commercial, education etc.

· Existing / potential travel data from similar sites and developments from sources such as TRICS.

· Forecasted trip generation for the development (e.g. - approx number of 2 way trips per day or per hour).

· Modal split data (existing or other sources e.g. TRICS).

· Information on variations in travel patterns (shift work, deliveries, peak seasons etc).

· Cycle parking provision.
· Car parking provision (+ levels of car travel if site is occupied).
· Description of provisions for walking, cycling and public transport on site and in the local area.
· Description of any barriers to walking, cycling and public transport.
· Commitment to conduct a baseline travel survey within 50% occupation of the site (residential). 
· Use of the results of the travel surveys to set Full Travel Plan objectives and specific, measurable, achievable, realistic and time based modal split targets to reduce the numbers of residents travelling for work or leisure by car (single occupancy). Commitment to efforts to increase the use of more sustainable travel modes such as, walking, cycling, public transport and car share.  

· The inclusion of specific detailed actions, timescales and allocation of responsibility to raise awareness of the aims of the Travel Plan amongst staff and visitors, reduce car use and promote sustainable travel modes.

· Measures to address any specific issues highlighted within the Transport Assessment. 

· Measures to address all modes of travel – walking, cycling, public transport and car use / car-share.

· Statement of commitment to developing Travel Information packs for new residents of Heyford Park. 

· Evidence of ongoing management of the Travel Plan (construction / occupation / post occupation).

· Evidence of a Travel Plan Coordinator (TPC) OR arrangements for the appointment of an individual to manage the implementation of the Travel Plan (within 12 months of planning permission).

· Commitment to complete biennial travel surveys & submission of results to Oxfordshire County Council (Travel Choices Team).

· Commitment to annual monitoring.

· Location map of the development, surrounding area and site plan. 
· Information on onsite infrastructure & facilities for pedestrians / cyclists,  public transport users, car drivers, car share (include amount, type and location of cycle parking, provision of showers for staff, number of car parking spaces).

· Information on offsite infrastructure & facilities for pedestrians / cyclists & public transport users.

· Description of barriers to walking, cycling, use of public transport and car share.
· Inclusion of census data for the area (Journeys to work) and anticipated numbers of car trips per day.

· A commitment that each individual unit occupier will conduct a staff travel survey (modal split and trip rates) for their unit within 3 months of occupation. 

· A commitment to send the results of all travel surveys to Oxfordshire County Council (Travel Choices team). 
· Overall outcomes & targets for the entire site including targets for maximum allowable levels of car trips generated by the development per day.
· Details of site-wide measures to be included in Framework Travel Plan aimed at reducing single occupancy car travel generated by the development.
· Inclusion of measures to be implemented before occupation.
· Details of arrangements for central administration of the Framework Travel Plan.
· Commitment to ensure that a Travel Plan Co-ordinator will be identified / recruited within 12 months of planning permission. 

· A commitment that each occupier will identify a representative who will liaise with the site Travel Plan Co-ordinator and implement Travel Plan measures specific to their employees / visitors.

· Details of the arrangements in place for the monitoring & review of the Framework Travel plan

· Commitment to biennial monitoring for a minimum of five years after occupation and submission of the results to Oxfordshire County Council (Travel Choices team).
