Customer wishes to comment on the Planning Application.

Comments:

If this application is approved - and even if a lower number of houses is built - it should be on the basis that appropriate measures are taken to protect, conserve and where possible enhance biodiversity. Ponds for wildlife, green spaces, native hedges, small tree plantations and green rooves should all be incorporated. Provision should be made for bats and birds such as Swallows, House Martins, House Sparrows and Starlings which are largely dependent on a built environment for nesting. In particular as the Council has its own Swift Conservation Project, nest boxes and purpose-made spaces for Swifts should be incorporated in the buildings. There are good populations of Swifts in Upper and Lower Heyford, Somerton and Fritwell and Swifts are regularly reported over the base which make this appropriate and increases the chances of success.

Reference should be made to the recommendations of the UK Green Building Council contained in 'Biodiversity and the Built Environment' (March 2009) and to the book 'Biodiversity for Low and Zero Carbon Buildings (2010) by Carol Williams. Also the Council and those involved with the Swift Conservation would provide advice. 
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
