Comments:

The proposed fram building complex is relatively remote from dwellings as in such a position is less likley to give rise significant nuisnaces. There are however two points of clarification required arsing from the appliaction as submitted.

In realtion to the proposed grain store mention is made of the inclusion of means of drying stored product. Clarification of the means to be used to dry grain is needed. The support documents suggest two or even three options i.e. an electric fan and heater bank, a seperate fixed drying facility or a mobile grain dryer. Clarification is needed to assess the noise implications of this activity.

The second point relates to the proposed slurry store. The supporting documents descirbe a straw based beef regime yet the application includes a slurry store of the type generally used to contain more liquid manures. Clarification of the purpose and proposed method of management of this store is needed.
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
