Dear Sir/Madam

We would like to object strongly to this application because we believe that demolition of Wincote would be a great loss to the village, because the proposed development is out of keeping with the conservation area and because of the increased traffic along Cow Lane, especially during construction.

Wincote is a beautiful house, tucked away down a pretty lane in the centre of Steeple Aston. To demolish this to make way for something large and modern would be a great shame - something that would be regretted in years to come. The proposed new house is enormous and out of keeping with the conservation area. Furthermore, the parking provisions seem excessive - presumably the owner is expecting to have many guests, who would undoubtedly create traffic problems in the small no-through lane as well as noise.

We enjoy walking down Cow Lane to the footpath with our two small children. We are worried that safe access to the footpath will no longer be possible during construction. Also, with increased traffic once the house has been built, this may remain unsafe. The corner at the top of Paines Hill is already busy at school start and end; this new large house in the centre of the village with its 12 cars may well add to this congestion.

Therefore, we would urge that Wincote is saved from demolition and allowed to remain a lovely, quiet family house.
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
