Jenny/Linda,

Following my forwarding of our note last week, I thought it would probably be helpful to be clear on its purpose from our point of view.

Further to the BFL assessment, it was considered useful for ATLAS to set down the key areas where progress could be made on the exemplar layout to maximise the potential BFL score going forward. The note followed discussions with Linda and a high level assessment of the original exemplar planning application submission by myself and Anthony. The note was considered helpful to summarise ATLAS’s views, with the intention that it would be used as the basis for further discussion between yourselves and A2, Barton Willmore and Farrells, with a view to agreeing future amendments to the scheme (and as stated previously, ATLAS were happy to be involved in any such discussions if considered appropriate). On this basis therefore, it was agreed appropriate to share the content of the note with A2 et al as a discussion document and point of reference. I trust therefore it has been useful in this respect.

For the avoidance of doubt, the note is not intended to be viewed as a formal consultation response to the planning application from ATLAS, rather an aid to negotiation and joint discussion. 

I am aware that matters have now moved on and hopefully you are progressing the evolution of the exemplar application, but I thought it helpful to be clear on the purpose of our advice to date. I have appended the note for the avoidance of doubt.
