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1. APPLICATION SITE AND LOCALITY 

1.1. The application relates to Phases 3 and 4 of the Exemplar phase at NW Bicester now known as Elmsbrook. The site is being constructed by Crest Nicholson Regeneration and was part of the development site granted planning permission by 10/01780/HYBRID.
2. DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT

2.1. The application seeks to discharge planning condition 29, which seeks that before any building is first occupied; details of the parking and manoeuvring area to serve the building in question should be provided in accordance with specification details to be submitted to and approved. Any parking and manoeuvring area must be retained unobstructed except for the parking and manoeuvring of vehicles at all times thereafter. The reason for the imposition of the condition was in the interests of highway safety and to promote sustainable transport. 
3. RELEVANT PLANNING HISTORY

3.1
The relevant planning history is predominantly the original application that granted permission for the site – 10/01780/HYBRID. There has been a number of discharge of condition and non-material amendment applications pursuant to this application. 
4. RESPONSE TO CONSULTATION

4.1
OCC Highway Authority has confirmed they have no objection to the proposal. It is confirmed that technical approval has been given by the Road Agreements Team for Phases 3 and 4.
5. APPRAISAL

5.1 The condition seeks technical specification details of the parking and manoeuvring areas and so this is a matter that has been reviewed by OCC as the Highway Authority. As reported, technical approval has been given by the Road Agreements Team for Phases 3 and 4. 
5.2 The application submission includes some levels plans, which are later versions of the plans approved for site levels (pursuant to condition 53). These have been queried and the response is that revision numbers of plans are updated every time there is a change even if this change is very minor. The changes appear to be very minor overall and so on this basis, it is appropriate to approve the plans submitted and this will further authorise these minor level changes as described. 

5.3 Given the above, I consider that the information submitted pursuant to condition 29 for phases 3 and 4 to be acceptable and recommend that the condition be discharged on this basis. 
	6. RECOMMENDATION
That Planning Condition 29 be discharged for residential phases 3 and 4 only based upon the following: 
The following plan numbers are acceptable to demonstrate the details and specification areas for the parking and manoeuvring areas serving residential phases 3 and 4 only. The parking and manoeuvring areas shall be provided in accordance with the approved details and shall be retained, unobstructed except for the parking and manoeuvring of vehicles at all times thereafter.
