The strategy as approved shall be implemented:- a) in respect of any building which was not occupied on the date of this permission before any part of that building is occupied and b) in respect of all existing occupied buildings within 9 months of the date of this permission.”
In accordance with criterion (i) a Parking Strategy has been prepared, and enclosed, which relates specifically to the former Flying Field Area.
As you are aware, this Strategy was previously submitted as part of a comprehensive Condition discharge submission on 8th July 2011 in accordance with the 6 month time frame detailed above.  However due to delays in the approval of these details it has now been submitted as a stand alone application, at the request of officers.
