Having looked at this application, I would recommend withdrawal or refusal.

The applicant has not supplied a detailed study of the building, which has a complicated history, and therefore neither the LPA or the applicant is in a position to decide if this building is significant enough to retain.

The fact that the building is in a poor state of repair is due to lack of maintenance and attention on the part of the applicant, not inadequacy of the building itself, and should not be taken into consideration under policy HE7.6 of PPS5.

If the application is not to be withdrawn, then I would recommend refusal on the grounds of being contrary to:

PPS5 HE6.1, 6.2, 7.1, 7.2, 7.6.
