Dear Mr Keene

I have now had a chance to go through the submitted Design Code (version 2 March 2012) and have the following comments, apologies for the delay in responding:

The proposed tree and planting/landscaping for the development will need to be adopted within the Design Code, any trees etc to be planted within areas to be offered for highway adoption must be in line with the attached documents.  I understand commuted sums will be required for each tree and type – my colleagues in the County Council’s Road Agreements Team can offer further guidance if required (01865 815700).

The proposed boundary treatments appear acceptable as shown in page 30.  However, such treatments must be altered accordingly to provide the required visibility splays on junctions and vehicle access points within the development – such vision splays must be dedicated as public highway to ensure they are maintained.  

Windows and doors must open inwards.

Dwellings to be located on corners must not obstruct visibility  splays.

Street Hierarchy – using the principles and philosophy  of MfS is encouraged for the Gavray development; and the proposed street hierarchy goes a long way to accomplish this.  However, there are a few details that require further thought and amendments:

1.    Design speeds shown appear acceptable subject to appropriate design measures.

2.    The footway widths shown are acceptable for the Primary and Secondary Streets, however I would like to see the 1.2m footway proposed for the side streets increased to 1.5m.  Shared surface arrangements for minor streets is acceptable.

3.    Tree types – to be agreed (see above note).

4.    Cycleway, bus requirements, no of properties to be served, carriageway width, access arrangement details are all acceptable in principle.

5.    Carriageway surfacing will require further input from the Local Planning Authority (LPA) and the County Councils Adoption Officer.  However, I can confirm that impermeable material will be required for the primary streets; and possibly the secondary streets subject to the number of units they will serve.  Permeable block paving is acceptable in principle but will require further discussions with the LPA etc.  For the Lane/Minor Streets bound gravel is not acceptable.

6.    Verge details acceptable in principle but will require further discussions with the LPA etc.

7.    Kerbing details subject to further discussions with the LPA etc.

8.    Traffic calming at 60m intervals and Home Style type arrangements acceptable in principle; subject to design proposals.

9.    On-street parking – any on-street parking proposed can’t be allocated to specific dwellings and will be expected to be designed into appropriate traffic calming measure.

10. Forward visibility & junction site lines as shown are acceptable in principle.

11. Junction spacing – proposed distorted grid system acceptable in principle.

12. Junction radii acceptable in principle.  Side Street radii will require a minimum of 3m; 6m at junctions if links directly to primary street(s).

13. There appears to be no details on service strips.  I would add that the location of services for the site that will run along the highway will need to be considered which will affect the material types to be used.

14. No details of street lighting type;

15. SUDS features?

16. Street furniture?

Street Design Guidance – the cross sections shown are acceptable in principle subject to the Street Hierarchy being approved.

Parking – the parking layout details shown on page 41 are acceptable in principle.  However, please note that the proposed frontage parking arrangement shown in front of dwellings will need to be broken up to prevent long sections of dropped kerbings being provided, as this is undesirable to pedestrian movements and not to OCC standard/safe practices.  If this parking arrangement is broken up with some landscaping such a layout is acceptable.  

Rear court parking areas will not be adopted by OCC; therefore any lighting will require private maintenance.  Please note minimum parking space dimensions are now 5m x 2.5m (does not include vehicle overhang, 6m is required for area to reverse into

Waste management – please encourage easy access for users i.e. walking distances and tracking plans for refuse vehicles for future reserved applications.
