Thank you for your memo dated 20th March and email dated 30th March 2012.  I have looked through the submitted information and having the following comments:

Condition 9 – the overall principle of the submitted master plan in terms of the general alignment of the access roads, pedestrian & cycle links etc is acceptable in principle and I would suggest the transport element of this condition is ok to discharge.  However, with regards to the drainage and ecological issues of the site this is not my area to comment on.

Please note the Design Code will be expected to pick and secure the details and design of access roads etc for this development.

Condition 11 – a copy of the Design Code dated 2nd March 2012 for Gavray Drive has been received by OCC to review.  This document will be commented on in the near future.  The submission of this document in my opinion discharges condition 11.

Condition 15 – Drainage Engineer will need to comment on this condition.
