To be honest it is only a few hundred yards from the station and likely to be a small precinct, something like Morrisons? I do not think a bid for PCSO funding would be supported. However it commands a high position and may afford camera coverage of Tescos roundabout and associated surrounds. It may also be useful for ANPR and offer a very good chance of  being high enough to give us a radio mast site for further IP meshing of Banbury. It is unlikely we could ask for income as the site is not big enough and will self provide security. But it does impact on garage forecourt crime and CCTV coverage of the Southam Rd with ANPR would be welcome for a very meagre one off outlay by the developer. I do stress I have just seen this one aerial photograph and read accompanying text. I have not seen any detail.
 

Please get Phil to look, but I think it may have a good ANPR potential, especially when we are struggling to get this end of Town covered?
