	Comments:
	The dwelling know as Shrubbery Cottage is shown on the 1875-1887 OS map as an outbuilding or ancillary dwelling to Folly Farm. Little of this historic character remains and the building appears - externally at least – as a pleasant enough modern dwelling albeit within a traditional stone shell. The proposal to convert the roof space to accommodation is not resisted although I would wish to see the rooflight deleted from the W (front) roof elevation and relocated to the E roof elevation to maintain the simple front roof elevation. Whilst I am unhappy about the design of the window casement - which I would wish to see balanced - and the design of the dormers – which I would wish to see more traditional in appearance – I accept the proposed designs providing they replicate those of the casements and dormers found currently on the building. Approve with conditions Conditions 1. Not withstanding the submitted drawings #004 labelled ‘West elevation’. The rooflight currently located on the west roof elevation is to be deleted and resited on the E roof elevation, position to be agreed between the LPA and the applicant. 2. Design details of the dormers and window casements to match existing.
