Significant comments: 


There are a number of trees in and around proposed access which will need removal to facilitate both it and the requisite sight lines.

I note that the access has been positioned through the most densely tree populated part of the verge. Other sections wouldn’t suffer such extensive tree loss if the access point were to be moved. 

Recommendations:


1. Provide a report showing consideration of the impact on existing trees with the following

(a) A tree protection plan comprising of a drawing at a scale of not less than 1:500 showing, with a solid line, all trees and other landscape features including hedges that are to be retained and, with a dashed or dotted line, those that are to be removed. This drawing shall also show the position of protection zones, fencing and ground protection measures to be established around retained trees and hedges. Where applicable, two lines shall be shown demonstrating the lines of temporary tree protective fencing during the demolition phase and during the construction phase.
(b) a British Standard 5837 Tree Survey schedule with tree reference numbers corresponding with trees on the plan required by section a.
(c) the specification for protective fencing and a timetable to show when fencing will be erected and dismantled in relation to the different phases of the development;
(d) details of mitigation proposals to reduce negative impacts on trees including specifications and method statements for any special engineering solutions required and the provisions to be made for isolating such precautionary areas from

general construction activities;
(e) details of any levels changes within or adjacent to protection zones;
(f) details of the surface treatment to be applied within protection zones, including a full specification and method statement;
2. Consider siting the access through an area less densely populated with trees which provide instant amenity to the proposed development. More suitable areas in tree retention terms would be highlighted by the above report.
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
