	Comments:
	I wish to object to the proposed lay out and design of the development scheduled for Cotefield Farm in addition to restating my continuing objection to the whole unwanted development. First Banner Homes' Design and Access statement boasts: "Relationship to Surrounding Properties C.5 Its relationship to the surrounding residential properties is also an important design consideration and has been paid due regard in the creation on the Indicative Site Layout and other aspects of the proposal as set out in this Statement." Any concern for those most affected by the development is absent from these plans. They really don't appreciate that what the developer is destroying is green open countryside with superb views. They plan screening from Banbury Road where anyone viewing gets only a transient view of the site whereas the neighbours of this site who will be looking at it permanently get no consideration for screening. The social housing is clustered and placed nearest neighbouring properties. The gardens of those properties closest to Keyser, Blackwood and Molyneux are the shortest so that these properties suffer the most impact from the destruction of the view currently enjoyed. No attempt has been made to screen neighbouring properties from the impact of this development. The plans do not give me an indication of the height of the properties but they suggest designs with garages with unnecessarily high roofs. The height of the houses appears to be high - higher than the majority of the adjacent properties. But this is also impossible to measure from online inspection of the plans. Nothing in the documentation submitted nor in the supine response from English Nature takes into consideration the damage this development will do to the nesting and feeding of birds and small mammals in the mature established hedge ('negative edge') and in open the field. We object to the suggested access path adjoining the back of my garden meaning that we will suffer the presence of not just one set of new and unwanted neighbours but those accessing two other properties. The site has inadequate parking for the more than 82 extra vehicles that will be there. We are also concerned at the light and noise pollution which will derive from the development and its effect on neighbouring properties and what wildlife, especially birds, remaining after this intrusion on open land bounding established hedges and trees. The developer proposes house designs out of character with the housing against which they have been imposed. The planning inspector who was somehow minded to accept this proposal noted that it was development which would impact severely on the neighbouring properties. The development is in the wrong place, the wrong size and no matter what nonsense about 'negative edges' and token gestures towards the Parish - requiring yet more development - the developer proclaims, the impact on the village, the environment and neighbouring properties is bad. Since as the Planning Inspector also acknowledged that his consent towards this development was determined enormously by failures of Cherwell District Council's planning elsewhere, it very much behoves the council now to do its utmost to mitigate the wholly negative effect of the plans now before it.
