I have read the Sibford Gower Parish Council objection, I have also read the Bishop Blaize Support Group objection to the 13/00116/F | Retrospective planning application and would fully agree and whole heartedly support both objections.
Bearing in mind that Mr. & Mrs. Noquet have made at least 15 previous planning applications to various LPA’s they are both obviously well aware of the planning system, I would therefore ask Cherwell District Council planning officers to look long and hard at this 13/00116/F | Retrospective application for planning by G. Noquet with a view to bringing criminal charges against him for attempting to obtain a planning consent by issuing the misrepresentations that are contained within in his application for the retrospective planning application, more particularly described in the BBSG objection to 13/00116/F | Retrospective to Cherwell District Council.
The Council are already aware that the evidence given by Mr & Mrs Noquet under oath at the appeal hearing concerning the Bishop Blaize in August 2012 was far from the truth, with G.Noquet stating that the Bishop Blaize was losing £1000.00 per week when he had previously stated in the accounts submitted to Cherwell District Council for the period in support of a previous planning application that it actually traded at a loss of about £100.00 per week and that figure is questionable. Mr Noquet could even have been making a profit if he had not paid so much in wages to himself. Mrs J Noquet’s stated under oath at the same appeal hearing that they were in dire financial straits. If that were the case where did the finance come from to illegally convert the bottle store and open a new business selling wood burning stoves and continue to pay their monthly bills? The conversion of the Old Bottle store was temporarily stopped prior to the appeal hearing and restarted in December 2012 after the Noquet appeals were dismissed with completion of the Old Bottle Store taking place in early 2013.

They could easily have used part of the existing Bishop Blaize trading area to trade the wood burning stoves, which would have saved them between £70,000 and £100,000 in building costs and probably a similar amount or more that it is going to cost to restore the Old bottle store to its original state when planning is hopefully refused and enforcement proceedings started to rectify the contraventions. 

So why did they convert the Old Bottle Store? They did not convert the old bottle store to run a profitable retailing wood burning stoves business as there are already too many suppliers of them in the area, there is no obvious web site or telephone number for contact Blaze-in Stoves, the retail outlet is also only open a few hours a week. The obvious answer is that they hope to use the Old Bottle Store as separate domestic accommodation, which is why they have raised the roof and lowered the floor enabling a 1st floor plus contents to be installed which is allegedly accessed through the new doorway cut in the rear Bottle Store wall.

The Noquet’s were told by Cherwell District Council in a previous application for planning permission concerning the Old  Bottle Store that without a bat survey of the Bottle store their application would be likely to fail.  They were also told in their Binfield with Warfield appeal 2009 APP/RO335/A/10/2122557  about the need for an ecological survey. (Attached to this email along with the basic rules for bats ) 

Unless G. Noquet can produce a current bat survey dated 2011he has illegally and  wantonly destroyed a bat roost which is a criminal offence.

Please refuse the application and ensure that the Old Bottle Store is returned as near as is possible to its original state including provision for bats.
