Condition 19: 
The details of the materials and finishes to be used for the energy centre to be built during the infrastructure phase as shown on drawing number AA2699C 1.1 050 Rev E (Energy Centre Plans and Elevations) received in the department on the 02 August 2013.

The applicant is advised that the planting for the green wall to the energy centre must be in accordance with the details to be approved by condition 1 of 13/00008/NMA. The applicant is advised that this clearance relates only to the infrastructure phase and all further phases will need a further clearance of condition application.

The applicant is reminded that street lighting for pedestrian, cycle and vehicle routes within later phases of the development will be required by condition 26.

Condition 60:

The applicant is reminded that details relating to adoptable highways including vision splays for later phases are required by condition 60.

Condition 84:

For the avoidance of doubt, the overall levels in the northern river corridor shown on drawing number 701-322-UA001881-04 are not approved by this condition. These levels are subject to further review in relation to the information required for condition 53. 

The applicant is reminded that should there be any pedestrian or cycle watercourse crossings within later phases of the development, then details will be required for condition 84.
