	Comments:
	In principle we like to support and encourage small local businesses to prosper but, because of the uncertainty about the scale and nature of the development permissible if this application is agreed to, we have to object to the application in its current form. We live in the centre of Swalcliffe and object on three grounds: - Increased road safety concerns caused by the very significant increase in heavy vehicle usage. The B4035 through the village is a narrow road, with frequent parking activity, cottages opening straight onto the road and a very difficult adverse camber by the Church in particular - The potential significant increase in the frequency of noise pollution. We were relaxed about hearing the loudspeaker all day for the occasional weekend event, but it will have a major detrimental impact to the quality of our life if, as we understand it, this occurs much more frequently. With the wind in a westerly direction it can be heard very clearly in the village. - It is very unclear to us what the scale of the proposed equestrian activities will be and we would like this to be made clearer and we also think the issues of landscaping, parking, screening etc. would benefit from a fundamental rethink to soften the environmental impact We believe that the proposals could be re-worked taking into account many of the points raised by the Judith Norris report in order to strike a better balance between the business needs of SPE and the local community with clear usage restrictions set and adhered to. Sadly we think the directors of SPE missed a good opportunity to consult with the local community and search for this balance before applying for planning. In the absence of this process and the failure of the Parish Council to open it up for wider discussion, we reluctantly find ourselves having to object despite the excellent relations we have with the Taylors and our wish not to get in the way of their running their business or upset friendly relations. Finally we have real sympathy for the three neighbours of SPE whose lives will be severely blighted by this development should it go ahead in its present form. Peter Beddowes and Virginia Merritt
