Trees / Proposal (brief description):
Continued use of land at Grange Farm for equestrian training and competition purposes and construction of two all-weather sand arenas, together with associated access improvements, vehicle parking and site landscaping – Impact on trees
Significant comments:
There are five oak trees on the site which are significant landscape trees.  It is proposed that these trees are retained along with eight trees located adjacent to Grange Lane.  Two of the oak trees will be potentially affected by the proposals.  One (T1) located adjacent to the livery yard and associated parking and one tree (T2) located adjacent to the proposed warm up arena.  It appears from the plans that the car

parking area adjacent to the livery yard will be extended north to within the root protection area of T1.  It is proposed that a pathway be sited within the root protection area of T2.  In order to minimise the impact of these proposals on T1 and T2 the preferred option would be to re-site the car parking and path outside the RPAs of the two trees.  Alternatively, where the proposed surfaces fall within the RPAs of T1 and T2 then they should be constructed using the principles of no dig construction.  
I am happy with the proposals for tree planting.

Recommendations:
Re-site the path and car parking outside the RPAs of T1 and T2. Submit a tree protection plan for the protection of the trees during construction.
