While I appreciate that the deadline for submission of public comments has now passed, I hope that you will be able to place my comments before the Committee for its consideration as they touch upon an aspect of this application which, I believe, has been largely overlooked in the submissions and comments received to date. The Swalcliffe Park Equestrian Centre plays a vital role as a training centre for nurturing and developing the skills and talents of young riders, such as my two daughters, from across North Oxfordshire and beyond. Throughout the year hundreds of riders from the region’s Pony Clubs and riding clubs attend training days, clinics, and summer camps that develop their skills in equestrian disciplines – a sport in which the UK excels. It is the very quality of the existing cross-country course that draws riders, instructors and – notably - the owners of other equestrian yards to Swalcliffe Park time and again. It provides these private individuals and equestrian businesses with an immensely valuable sporting and training resource. In short, it is a facility of which Cherwell District should be proud. The proposed development would enhance Swalcliffe Park’s training and recreational value by providing North Oxfordshire riders with access to top quality dressage and show-jumping facilities on a par with those available further afield. It is not for me to comment on the understandable concerns raised by local residents regarding the potential noise and traffic issues relating to this proposal. I would, however, merely observe that the applicants are well respected in, and highly respectful of, the community in which they live. Furthermore, they have built Swalcliffe Park in to an equestrian cross-country centre that enjoys a strong local and national reputation. I have no doubt that the applicants would work with the Council and the local community to develop and run the proposed facilities in a way that respects and protects the quality of life of local residents, while at the same time delivering significant recreational, health and wellbeing and economic benefits to Cherwell District as a whole.
