	This land was one of the oldest allotments in the country until the Church of England, its owner, decided to evict the plotholders and try to develop it. See savetheplot.co.uk and your own files for more details of the campaign to save it, which attracted nationwide support. A Planning Inquiry only allowed the development because Bicester, he claimed at that time, needed more offices: then the global recession happened. Now they want it to be a care home? There is still a huge need for allotments, the replacement allotment in Launton closed its waiting list because so many want to grow their own.
