Landscape proposals - Drawing ref: Bir.4322_088G
· All new trees proposed for planting must be individually identified rather than referenced in an accompanying list of species.

· The proposed planting for the Avenue along Camp Road should consist of Betula pendula 16/18 cm in order to maintain a level of continuity.

· Replacement plantings should be considered for the two limes identified as G29. Provision for space is available within the layout to the west of both trees parallel with the access road (north-south)

· Camp Road hedgerows are not identified or considered within the landscape proposal. These hedgerows should ideally match existing species.

· Rural edge hedgerows are not identified or considered within the landscape proposal. These south facing hedgerows should be of an informal design comprised of mixed native species such hawthorn, holly, blackthorn etc. 

· The hedgerow proposed for the substation boundary is acceptable.

· Tree planting rural edge - trees proposed for planting adjacent to parking bays must be planted within structured cell planting pits containing the appropriate volume which will require excavation and installation before any highway surfacing works are completed. The adjacent hedgerow boundary consists of a number of maturing existing trees, the landscape scheme must provide replacement plantings within the boundary of same / similar species to encourage and provide a level of continuity and diverse age range. 

· Tree planting grass verges / gardens - Photinia x fraseri 'Red Robin' should be removed from this list as its characteristics and familiarity may encourage it to be pruned as a shrub rather than a tree. This species should be replaced with Liquidamber styraciflua, Gleditsia triacanthus 'sunburst' or Pyrus calleryana 'Chanticleer'. 

· Specifications are to be provided for all tree planting in 'soft landscaped areas' and 'hard landscaped areas' (i.e. parking bays)

Street Scene Elevation drawings (Camp Road):
· Details are lacking regarding how the layout is to be integrated into the existing, retained avenue of birch trees along Camp Road. Particular emphasis on the construction and methodology for both the adjacent parking bays and any required alterations to existing ground levels.
