Thank you for your letter of 4 December 2013 notifying us of the application for planning permission relating to the above site.  We do not wish to comment in detail, but offer the following general observations.
English Heritage Advice 

The proposal for 60 dwellings is at variance with the consented masterplan (10/01642/OUT). However, it is understood that an alternative site has been found for the school and the consented masterplan established the principle of clearing and redeveloping the site. We therefore have no objection to a housing development. Our only comment with regards to layout is that any development should present a strong frontage facing the former parade ground/ new village green that evokes the lost RAF buildings. We would suggest that there is a case for larger buildings, such as a couple of terraces, rather than the series of detached houses shown on the indicative plans. 
Recommendation 

We would urge you to address the above issues, and recommend that the application should be determined in accordance with national and local policy guidance, and on the basis of your specialist conservation advice. It is not necessary for us to be consulted again. However, if you would like further advice, please contact us to explain your request.
