Oxford to Bicester  rail link    

We have reviewed the ERM Earthworks Conceptual Site Models for The Chiltern Railways (Bicester to Oxford Improvements) - Version 1 – dated November 2013.
 
We agree with the proposals for Sections B1, D1, D2 and H1. However, regarding Section E1 for Islip Station we question the need for using an impermeable barrier on the north-west (oil depot) side of the toe drain.
 
Whilst we agree that it is theoretically possible that the earthworks may potentially create a preferential pathway for contaminant migration, the results of groundwater analysis show that petroleum hydrocarbon contamination is not a current issue. We would prefer to see a semi-permeable geo-textile used for the earthworks in order to avoid impedance of groundwater flow. The use of an impermeable barrier will cause a diversion in the flow regime that my cause unforeseen issues.
