IMPLEMENTATION AND MAINTENANCE GUIDELINES
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GENERAL

Site boundary

All plants shall conform to BS 3936 and be in accordance with the National Plant Specification. Supplying nurseries shall be
registered under the HTA Nursery Certification Scheme. All plants shall be packed and transported in accordance with the Code of
Practice for Plant Handling as produced by CPSE. Planting shall not be carried out when the ground is waterlogged, frostbound or
during periods of cold drying winds. All bare root stock shall be root dipped in an approved water-retaining polymer.

Soft Landscape Proposals

If the formation level is compacted it should be ripped through before topsoiling. See plant schedule for details.

Recommended topsoil depths are 300mm for shrubs.

TREES

Ground Preparation
Where necessary treat existing weeds with a glyphosate based herbicide and allow a suitable period as recommended by the

manufacturer for this to take effect. A general purpose slow release fertiliser at the rate of 75gm/m2 and Tree Planting and Mulching % Proposed hedgerow to parcel B2A

Compost at the rate of 20litres/m2 are to be incorporated into the top 150mm of topsoil during final cultivations. All extraneous
matter such as plastic, wood, metal and stones greater than 50mm in any dimension shall be removed from site.

Tree pits to the specified size are to be excavated and the base broken up a further 150mm with the sides well scarified to prevent Bir.4372_04H.
smearing. All trees up to and including selected standards are to be supported with single 75mm diameter stakes.
Planting
