I wish to raise several objections to the above planning application.
This village has already had forced upon it by the Planning Inspectorate a housing estate of 85 dwellings which more than provides our share of the houses needed.
Indeed it is an increase of 12% on the existing housings in the village. It is unrealistic to believe a community can absorb an increase of even this without very real problems without adding another 3.5%. The rate of increase is just too great.
The proposed site is particularly ill chosen. It is adjacent to a Scheduled Ancient Monument ( Deddington Castle) and a green field within the Conservation Area of which we are justly proud. The castle's setting was deliberately chosen to be outside of the village and this development will destroy that setting. The landscape views will be ruined.
All previous plans, both district and parish called for gradual development and not large housing estates. It makes a mockery of Localism.
There is no doubt expensive four and five bedroom houses can be sold in Deddington even though there is no employment opportunity there  to support the very high cost of houses in the village. This means that that it will increasingly become a dormitory or satellite community. Already the traffic leaving Deddington and returning is very significant as people travel far and wide to their work. This must offend all environmental considerations.
Surely our efforts to produce a Neighbourhood Plan are wasted if developments can be forced upon us whilst we are working on it.
In a recent petition over 10 days 686 residents signed a petition calling on  the Parish Council to oppose large (over 15-20 dwellings) Housing developments in or around the village. This is 52% of the electors on the current register and if extrapolated over the areas not covered because of time restraint would probably be 85%.Does democracy like localism count for nothing?  
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
