I wish to object most strongly to the application to build 26 houses within the Conservation Area of Deddington. What is the point of a Conservation Area if green field sites within it can be developed at will?
But in this case there is also a Scheduled Ancient Monument to be considered. These can never be replaced and to build houses up against the Castle destroys it's setting and uninterrupted views of it.
We have already had forced upon us the 85 houses on the Prudential site which is more than our share called for by the District Council for many years to come. This addition is far more than 10% of the existing houses in Deddington and we need time to absorb so great an increase without increasing this percentage to 15%.
There are very few jobs in Deddington and even fewer with salaries to match the prices four and five bedroom houses attract in Deddington so all that is achieved is to continue to make Deddington a Dormitory satellite with the increase in cars and the environmental damage that means.
