	Comments:
	I am writing both as a local resident of Islip, and as a parent of two children at Dr Souths Primary school I strongly object to Chiltern Railways' application for the discharge of planning condition with respect to section E (islip) of the railway upgrade. I am very concerned that the lack of noise and vibration mitigation for the school in the proposal from Chiltern leaves the school, and its pupils at a real risk of disruption. I fear that that analysis used by Chiltern in formulating its strategy is flawed: - I don't understand how Chiltern can recognise an impact within the school grounds without understanding how that would extend to the day to day life of the school. - Given this impact I am very concerned about how it might worsen as traffic on the railway increases - I ask Cherwell District council to consider the independent report created by Arup Engineering and submitted to Oxford City Council, which suggests that Chiltern's report is 'incautious' and that vibrations could be as much as four times higher than Chiltern suggest I urge Cherwell District council to carefully consider their responsibilities for the education of pupils in its schools when considering this planning application. I further urge Chiltern Railways to deal with the residents of Islip, and the children of Dr South's School in good faith, and in a way consistent with their original commitment to mitigate the impact of noise and vibration from the railway development on our community. I am happy to accept the short term disruption caused by a development which will be beneficial to Islip and Oxfordshire. I am very un-happy about the prospect of any long term impact to life in my village or the education of children, especially when there is an option available to Chiltern to reduce or remove it.
