Dear Sir or Madam,

 I wish to object in the strongest possible terms to Network Rail’s application for the discharge of planning condition 19 with respect to section E (Islip) of the railway upgrade.

 As a resident living close to the line I am deeply concerned about the detrimental affect of both noise and vibration on my family and my neighbour’s families’ home environment.

 I am therefore very alarmed that Network Rail/Chiltern Railways wish to discharge Condition 19 (Item 2), which covers both vibration and noise, when they appear to have made no assessment of the impact of vibration on nearby homes (and my daughter’s school, which is also adjacent to the line).

 It is Cherwell District Council’s legal duty to ensure compliance with Condition 19, which would appear to be impossible without any assessment of the impact of vibration from frequent passenger and freight trains on nearby properties. It has come to my attention that residents in Wolvercote uncovered serious problems in the Network Rail/Chiltern Railways report on the level of train vibration reaching properties in their area, which seriously underestimated the impact. Perhaps this is why Network Rail/Chiltern Railways appear to be trying to avoid Cherwell District Council’s proper diligence in this application.

 In order to protect my family, friends and neighbours from any negative impact due to the enlarged train line, I urge Cherwell District Council to takes a very careful look at the issue and request that Cherwell District Council's planning committee:

 1. Obtains from Network Rail/Chiltern Railways an assessment of vibration from the line on properties in Islip

 2. Places this report in the public domain for independent comment and review.

 3. Thoroughly reviews the report, comments and any other evidence before discharging any part of Condition 19. If necessary an independent engineer’s assessment should be made.

 4. Ensures that Network Rail/Chiltern Railways comply fully and in good faith with all the conditions set down by the planning inspector including (but not limited to) Condition 19.
