1.0 GENERAL

All plants shall conform to BS 3936 and be in accordance with the National Plant
Specification. Supplying nurseries shall be registered under the HTA Nursery S
Certification Scheme. All plants shall be packed and transported in accordance ‘ e
with the Code of Practice for Plant Handling as produced by CPSE. Planting shall
not be carried out when the ground is waterlogged, frostbound or during periods
of cold drying winds. All bare root stock shall be root dipped in an approved
water-retaining polymer.
