With regard to the above application, the submitted ecological report is sufficient to cover this area. The works should adhere strictly to the Mitigation measures outlined in section 6.1 of the ecological report, prepared by Aspect Ecology May 2014. 

In addition I would except to see some plan of biodiversity enhancements for these buildings. Although the ecological report states enhancements are covered elsewhere I have not seen anything specific for any of these smaller separated applications. What will be planted around these buildings? There are opportunities for green walls, richer send mixes etc..  Planting should maximise benefits for biodiversity. I would recommend the inclusion of some bird boxes preferably within the fabric of the buildings to ensure their retention, as a minimum to off-set the loss of habitat to farmland birds. Therefore I would recommend that they submit a biodiversity enhancement statement for this application.
