	SECOND OBJECTION OF FOUR Note that I am Councillor Anthony Gearing, County Councillor for Kirtlington & Kidlington North (Oxfordshire County Council) and that this Division includes the parish of Shipton-on-Cherwell. The proposed haul road is to allow construction access to a field that PYE has planning permission to develop adjacent to Shipton Road in Shipton-on-Cherwell. I therefore hold interest as a local County Councillor. In order to access the haul road and then to get back into the development site requires crossing the local rights of way including a bridleway network twice. A site visit was arranged by the County Councillor for Woodstock, Ian Hudspeth, and an Oxfordshire County Council Rights of Way Officer (Dan Weeks) attended. If the road was described as permanent, then I expect that the interference with rights of way would be grounds for objection. However, it is a matter of debate whether this two year road would (a) be considered temporary and (b) that with a development taking place it might be altered into a permanent road after the development is completed, therefore later becoming a permanent interference to these rights of way.
