	Please do not double the size of our lovely, small town with this unreasonably large development. We have chosen to bring up our son in a small community which is semi rural and easy to navigate on foot, where he can enjoy an almost village childhood. The size of this development will change the community beyond recognition. He attends an outstanding school already. There is no requirement for a new school, it is not oversubscribed having recently expanded to 1.5 entry, all residents of Woodstock have a place at the school. The shape and size of the infrastructure of Woodstock will not support this increase in size and the plans do not support the infrastructure to be developed in a sustainable way. Travelling to Oxford for work is already a 45 minute minimum journey that will be increased through the volume of traffic and make the working day unmanageable with family life. The loss of farmland and green space will be an irreversible mistake that erodes the character of the town. We have already taken significant development over the past few years that supports affordable housing needs and the need to increase housing in proportion with the size of the town. This development is effectively a satellite housing estate that will destroy the town centre, pulling people away from the shops to shop at a supermarket which they will drive to. It is regrettable that Blenheim, who give very little to the town, want to take so much.
