	I object to the application for the following reasons;
- while the reduction in the number of homes planned from 1500 to 1200 is welcome this is is still far too many houses for Woodstock. 1200 additional homes will completely change the character of the town. There is also no guarantee that at some further date the consortium will not make a new application for additional homes, no doubt justifying this on the basis that 1200 are already added. 
- nothing has changed in relation to transport provision in the wider area. The addition of these houses and others in the area (e.g. at Hanborough) will place additional strain on the already over-stretched road network particularly in winter. The effect of this on Woidtsock, Begbroke, Yarnton and Kidlington will be to increase journey times, add to traffic emissions and increase the likelihood of road accidents. The developers seem to expect the local councils and the tax payers to either cover the cost of improving the infrastructure or to suck up the additional inconvenience and expense of commuting.
- the additional sports facilities, while a welcome feature of the development, will increase traffic at weekends - already problematic when events are taking place at Blenheim. Better provision for managing traffic is needed beyond the boundaries of the development.
- and though perhaps not technically grounds for an objection, the marketing literature issued by the developers is patronising bordering on offensive. " Design led," what nonsense. All houses are designed by someone .....developer marketing-speak.
