	Comments:
	I write on behalf of the Benefice of Blenheim in response to The Woodstock East planning application registered by Cherwell District Council under reference: 14/02004/HYBRID, and West Oxfordshire District Council under reference: 14/02063/OUT. The Benefice of Blenheim comprises 5 parishes including Begbroke, Bladon, Shipton-on-Cherwell, Woodstock and Yarnton. The application site falls within the parish of Woodstock however, the site is bounded by the parishes of Bladon to the west and Shipton-on-Cherwell to the south and east. The site is located within a short distance of St Martin’s Church, Bladon and St Mary Magdalen’s Church, Woodstock (approx. 10 min walking). We write because of our concerns about the mix of any approved development and the consequences to the existing community in Woodstock of a development of the proposed size. The application proposal seeks outline planning permission to deliver up to 1500 new homes and associated development, on land close to Woodstock over a period of 10 to 15 years. There are obviously considerable implications for Woodstock and its organisations and facilities arising from any new development and particularly one as large as this. Woodstock is an important service centre to the local area including the surrounding villages. It’s historical heart, proximity and long association with Blenheim Palace attracts visitors from around the world. Moreover, it is a living and vital community of people who enjoy and value a strong sense of cohesion. St Mary Magdalene’s Church, with its close association both with the Town and the Blenheim Estate, is a lively active centre for worship and community activities and reaches out to all in the community and its neighbourhood. We urge the Planning Authorities and developers to carefully consider what level of expansion Woodstock can reasonably cope with and how best the integration of any new development can be achieved, especially in terms of rate of development. We also urge the Planning Authorities to ensure that the commitment by the developers to the proportion of affordable housing is met (which has not been the case with some recent developments) and to consider how facilities can be made available within the development to enable community outreach to the new inhabitants. This latter point could perhaps best be met by the provision of accommodation for use by an appropriately skilled person In closing, we would add that all forms of development must make a positive contribution. This is achieved by ensuring that development is proportionate, necessary and is able to mitigate the adverse impacts of overburdened infrastructure and local services. The effects of poor development are irrevocable. We urge the council to manage change considerately and mindful of the characteristic qualities of a place.
