	Comments:
	I write to express my personal interpretation of present planning lunacy – in terms unfettered by the jingoistic terminology of planning speak which is open to any spin that developers and landowners wish to put onto it. Part of the site in question was targeted for development by Persimmon Homes (for 180 homes) in 2004. PYE objected to this at the Local Plan Inquiry 2004/5 agreeing with the Inspector that it was far too big a development for the Woodstock infrastructure. PYE succeeded in developing an alternative smaller site for 68 homes in Shipton Road with the support at the time of the local community. I would even go as far as to say that if it had not been for community support, they would not have achieved this. But - now they have come for a much bigger bite and on the site to which they previous objected!! Are we now so morally bankrupt that communities can be stalked and preyed upon ; and treated like cash cows with total disregard for the views of the townspeople and their social and psychological wellbeing? This is just one of many opportunistic development that collectively will create a living hell for people in this whole area. People stripped of their democratic means to challenge the avaricious wrongdoing by people who pretend to care. They have scraped the bottom of the barrel to justify their highly profitable plans and now find themselves clutching at the thin air below. Any development on farmland IS NOT SUSTAINABLE. This country imports 40% of its food – we cannot feed ourselves. Society only survives on the faith and trust it has in its governance. Any policy change must have the backing of those who are governed. Who really produced these SHMA figures? Why are our Local Plans delayed and broken by these totally unjustified housing numbers? – they are not even the houses that are “needed”. I cannot express to you the degree that I oppose this development – for all the reasons so overwhelmingly conveyed by Woodstock people and other parishes and more. I cannot believe that central and local government has allowed such a frenzy of uncontrolled greed to be unleashed on out beautiful an irreplaceable countryside and farmland.
