	Comments:
	The scale and nature of this development would have a detrimental effect om the character of Woodstock and would place an intolerable strain on the already stretched infrastructure of the surrounding area. Specifically: - It will double the size of Woodstock in terms of population and infrastructure, fundamentally altering the character of the town. The built up area of the town would extend for 1.75 miles from Hill Rise in the north to the Bladon roundabout. Today Woodstock is still the market town that grew up next to the Blenheim estate. This development will make it an outlying suburb of Oxford. - Significant additional traffic will be generated and the developer's projections and plans to mitigate this are wildly optimistic and depend on outside agencies like Oxfordshire County Council and the bus companies making improvements or adding services. The developer has no control over these 3rd parties and once the development is underway will have little incentive to influence them. - The developer seems to have no plans to directly contribute to infrastructure improvements beyond the site. It is beyond the site at places like the Pear Tree roundabout and the Sainsbury roundabout in Kidlington where the pain will be felt. - The traffic surveys on which the developer based its projections were conducted at an atypically quiet time for traffic (10/07/14 to 16/0714) - not the state school holidays but outside of University terms and when many private schools are off. Anyone who regularly takes this route knows the journey at this time of year is very different to the same journey taken in November. - The traffic evaluation seeks to address the effects on the A44 but has little to say about the A4260 through Kidlington. The location of the development means that this is also likely to be a route taken by those traveling to Oxford or London.
