You will see that I have made some neutral comments on-line about the various planning applications for the Red Lion - as a neighbour.  Our front garden is opposite the Red Lion Car Park.  We have lived at the Laurels since 31 March 1979.  Flood water has not come inside our property yet. 

I attach 2 photographs of a flooding event from Wendlebury Brook dated 20 July 2007. The second photograph is taken from one of our bedroom windows.  This is a typicalflooding scene.  There were 2 lesser flooding events in 2013. A much worse event was experenced in the village in February 2001 for which I have a DVD from a video.

Infrastruct CS Ltd. has submitted a Report: 

dated August 2014 Reference 14-1570.07.01

I am concerned about the professionalism of this report for 2 reasons. 

1. I do not consider that the report takes into account the INCREASED RISK TO OTHER VILLAGE PROPERTIES arising from the development of the site of the Red Lion. It may meet SUDS for the development site but perhaps does not mitigate risk enough for other properties in the event of a flood event. 

2. The report has included an Appendix E which is labelled "Historic Flood Level DWH".  If there had ever been historic flood levels here of 64 METRES this would be an extinction event for Oxfordshire and beyond!  When I phoned Infrastruct CS Ltd. the speaker Richard White, who complied the report, suggested that the information was from David Wilson Homes! There are no David Wilson homes in the village.  

If you zoom in on the black typed heading you can read

"Appendix B from Peter Brett Associates  Wendlebury Brook Flood Study 2001

height above sea level of properties in Wendlebury which may be at risk of flooding"  I attach a copy of the document for you to check from my own copy since I was on Wendleburyry Parish Council in 2001. I also attach a copy of the Wendlebury Brook catchment area map from the same report.

Peter Brett Associates carried out the survey for Cherwell DC and the Environment Agency who both shared the costs.  PBA job reference: 11532?SNK/SCD/HF.

It is I who gave the man surveying Wendlebury Brook, for Infrastruct CS Ltd,  a copy of this document.  That  was done with the good intention of showing him that the Red Lion was at risk as it is on the list. I did not expect this document to be included in a professional report without reference to the PBA source and wrongly headed.
