Reserved Matters to Outline Application 05/01337/OUT -  Proposed commercial units for B1 use adjacent to the Oxford Road, including 65 associated parking spaces.
Significant comments:
There is a line of trees along the western boundary of College Farm House which are within influencing distance of the proposed development.  This includes a horse chestnut tree with a preservation order on it.  It is likely that the proposals fall within the root protection zones of these trees.  A tree survey in accordance with BS5837: 2012 needs to be carried out and a plan showing the extent of the root protection zones of these trees needs to be produced.  Until such a plan has been produced it is difficult to determine the exact impact that the proposals will have on the adjacent trees.  
Recommendations:
Produce a tree protection plan based on the results of a tree survey.  Amend proposals to take account of the RPAs of the adjacent trees.  For example any car parking spaces which fall within the RPAs of the trees will need to be of a no dig construction.
