Reserved Matters - (Outline Application 05/01337/OUT) - Details of the proposed sports changing pavilion adjacent to the sports pitches, including 29 associated car parking spaces and 2 coach bays
Significant comments:
There are no trees on site which will be affected by the proposals.  It appears that it is proposed to plant 5 trees along the south eastern boundary of the site.  If these have not been dealt with elsewhere details will need to be supplied stating what species of tree are to be planted, their size and also details of the tree planting pits.  Root barriers will be required in the planting pits on the car park side to prevent disruption to the car park surface.  It is unclear whether the trees will be planted in hard or soft surfaces.
Recommendations:
Supply details of trees to be planted, their size and details of the tree planting pits.  

Submit Landscaping Scheme 

Prior to the commencement of the development hereby approved, a landscaping scheme shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The scheme for landscaping the site shall include:-

(a) 
details of the proposed tree and shrub planting including their species, number, sizes and positions, together with grass seeded/turfed areas,

(b) 
details of the existing trees and hedgerows to be retained as well as those to be felled, including existing and proposed soil levels at the base of each tree/hedgerow and the minimum distance between the base of the tree and the nearest edge of any excavation,

(c)
details of the hard surface areas, including pavements, pedestrian areas, reduced-dig areas, crossing points and steps.

Planting Pits (hard landscaped areas)



Prior to the commencement of the development hereby approved, and notwithstanding the submitted details, full details, locations, specifications and construction methods for all purpose built tree pits and associated above ground features, to include specifications for the installation of below ground, load-bearing ‘cell structured’ root trenches, root barriers, irrigation systems and a stated volume of a suitable growing medium to facilitate and promote the healthy development of the proposed trees, shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. Thereafter, the development shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details and specifications.

Planting Pits (soft landscaped areas)



Prior to the commencement of the development hereby approved, and notwithstanding the submitted details, full details, locations, specifications and construction methods for all tree pits located within soft landscaped areas, to include specifications for the dimensions of the pit, suitable irrigation and support systems and an appropriate method of mulching, shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. Thereafter, the development shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details and specifications.
