Thank you for the opportunity to respond to the application. 
The Oxford Canal is a significant attraction within Banbury  and is often quoted as one of the reasons people visit.  The development of the visitor economy is seen as a key driver in the improving growth and subsequent wealth of the town. The development of a Marina will add significantly to the development of Banbury as a destination for boaters and should therefore be supported.  
The detail around access to and egress from the Marina onto the Oxford Canal must be considered carefully and  I would defer to  colleagues in the Canal and River Trust for the detail here.  I am yet  to be convinced that the proposed  layout of the marina and car park  work to best advantage.
