Reserved Matters to 05/01337/OUT - Details of the proposed community park adjacent to Bankside, including play, recreation, education and biodiversity features, a footpath and cycle network and other public amenities.
Significant comments:
Although a number of specimen trees are to be planted no details appear to have been supplied of the species to be planted.  A mix of species should be planted to include long lived species such as oak.  In addition a range of sizes should be planted.  I have no objections to the woodland mixes to be used.  I am happy with the tree protection plan.  There should be a plan in place for follow up planting should any of the planting fail to establish.

Recommendations:
Provide details of specimen trees to be planted, including size of trees.  Watering pipes are to be included within the tree planting pits.

Submit Landscaping Scheme

details of the hard surface areas, including pavements, pedestrian areas, reduced-dig areas, crossing points and steps.

Retained Tree 

a) No retained tree shall be cut down, uprooted, damaged or destroyed, nor shall any retained tree be pruned in any manner, be it branches, stems or roots, other than in accordance with the approved plans and particulars, without the prior written approval of the Local Planning Authority. All tree works shall be carried out in accordance with BS3998: Recommendations for Tree Works.

b) If any retained tree is cut down, uprooted, destroyed or dies, another tree shall be planted in the same place in the next planting season following the removal of that tree, full details of which shall be firstly submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. 

In this condition a “retained tree” is an existing tree which shall be retained in accordance with the approved plans and particulars; and paragraphs (a) and (b) shall have effect until the expiration of five years from the date of the [insert].
