Reserved Matters to 05/01337/OUT - Details of the proposed village square including 44 public parking spaces and landscaped public open space
Significant comments:
I am happy with the trees proposed for the hard landscape areas although details do not appear to have been supplied of the trees to be planted in the 4 pits to the south of the site.   The hard landscape tree pits should incorporate sufficient silva cells or equivalent to provide an appropriate soil volume for the tree to be planted per tree to ensure the healthy development of the trees.  For example a soil volume of 6cubm would be suitable for the Carpinus betulus Frans Fontaine,.  I am happy with the 4 Carpinus betulus Frans Fontaine specified for the middle of the car parking bays.  The 7 Tilia europaea Pallida  are not really suitable for a paved area as they attract aphids. A more suitable alternative would be Tilia tomentosa Brabant.  The planting beds for the lime trees are really too narrow.  They need to be twice as wide as proposed.  No details appear to have been supplied of the tree to be planted next to the row of 13 car park spaces.  In addition no details have been supplied of the tree to be planted to the south of the row of 5 parking spaces.  The Carpinus betulus specified to the east side of the 5 car parking bays will interfere with the closest bay so should probably be deleted.  No details appear to have been supplied of the size of trees to be planted.  

Recommendations:
Supply details of trees to be planted where not specified as detailed above.  Amend the tree pit design for hard landscaped areas to include silva cells or equivalent.  Change the species of lime tree to be planted to an aphid resistant alternative.  Increase the size of the planting strip for the lime trees.  Supply details of the size of trees to be planted.
