SPECIFICATION NOTES - REFER

A) Setting out

1. Planting shall be set out exactly as
shown on the drawing, and measured
from existing fixed points. Curved
beds shall be set out using radii scribed
on the ground using two pointed stakes
and a line between, or with site marker
paint.
