I was very surprised to see that this application is going to planning committee this Thursday 31st August.

I must express huge disappointment and objection that this application has been recommended for approval ahead of the new master plan being released.  Am even more frustrated that this is being approved before other important applications such as the Village Centre North, which is to bring much needed facilities to the village.  Why are we focussing on building more housing prior to getting going with amenities that are part of the original 700 house master plan?

As you know we have been told on many occasions by Paul Silver (of which I believe are true) that when the Local Plan allocated the green fields around Heyford, Dorchester signed a statement of common ground with CDC that stated that whilst it was inevitable that these fields would now become developable land, this land should only be developed once the brownfield sites had come forward first.

How will you be able to enforce the statement of common ground if you break this agreement in the very first application on these fields?

Will CDC be putting in place conditions that align development to this common ground and integrate the parcel fully into the wider plan?

You are in receipt of our previous objection to this application mainly due to safety and integration concerns and we stand by these comments.
