COMMENT : OCC ( drainage ) have received hydraulic calculations in respect of this application sent to us in the form of an addendum to the FRA this morning from the consultant Ridge & Partners. A review has been carried out and it is now accepted that the consultant’s drainage proposals can offer a workable solution for the site.

The detailed design issues for the site can be dealt with by way of the imposition of a planning condition to any subsequent approval.

Condition
Development shall not begin until a surface water drainage scheme for the site, based on sustainable drainage principles and an assessment of the hydrological and hydro-geological context of the development, has been submitted to and approved in writing by the local planning authority. The scheme shall subsequently be implemented in accordance with the approved details before the development is completed. The scheme shall also include:
1. Discharge Rates
1. Discharge Volumes
1. Maintenance and management of SUDS features – SuDS Management & Maintenance Plan
1. Sizing of features – attenuation volume
1. Infiltration in accordance with BRE365
1. Detailed drainage layout with pipe numbers
1. SUDS (Pond; Permeable Paving)
1. Network drainage calculations 
1. Phasing
1. Flood Exceedance Routeing
