Hi Chris

A revised FRA was produced in April 2017, but the applicant did not address my previous comments. No microdrainage calculations have been provided with the application.

Therefore I have been unable to verify that Standard S2 of the Non Statutory Technical Standards have been met, which I reproduce below. 

“S2 - For greenfield developments, the peak runoff rate from the development to any highway drain, sewer or surface water body for the 1 in 1 year rainfall event and the 1 in 100 year rainfall event should never exceed the peak greenfield runoff rate for the same event.”

I have been unable to verify the design.
