Chris,

1. The Eastern part of the turning head becomes a shared surface without any obvious warning to drivers. A footway and any necessary informal crossing points should be provided if the turning head, or roads which it serves are to be adopted. 
1. The swale crossing/informal road crossing point could be located at the road narrowing.
1. Parallel visitor parking bays would ideally be 2.5m wide. 
1. Visibility splays at accesses joining existing or proposed adoptable highway must be dedicated as highway. 
1. Note: No Highway materials, construction methods, adoptable layouts and technical details have been approved at this stage. The detailed design will be subject to a full technical audit.
1. No private drainage to discharge onto any area of existing or proposed adoptable highway.
1. If there is no footway adjacent to the adoptable carriageway an 800mm maintenance margin is required. 
1. Trees that are within 5m of adoptable carriageway or footway will require root barrier. 
1. Trees must not conflict with adoptable street lights. 
1. Visitor parking bays parallel to the carriageway, can be adopted but accrue a commuted sum. 
1. Adoptable shared surfaces width is to be a minimum of 6m (localised narrowing’s are permitted). A minimum of 800mm maintenance margin is required either side of the shared surface.
1. Foul and surface water manholes should not be placed within the middle of the carriageway, at junctions, in wheel tracks and where informal crossing points are located.
1. Roads serving 5 or more houses can be considered for adoption but will need to meet adoptable criteria.
1. Swept path analysis for an 11.6m refuse vehicle is required on adoptable roads.

Below are my comments on the above.  You may receive further comments from Paul Dear in our Road Agreements team in due course.

1. There is “Provision made for future possible pedestrian and cycle connection…” to the east which is good.
1. No such provision is made to the north or west.  The “confidential” Draft Composite Parameter Plan that the County received recently shows no proposed development to the west, but 49 units to the north.  The only opportunity to provide a ped/cycle link to these 49 units is to the east of plot 38, but they have not shown anything.  The plan should be amended accordingly.
1. Parking for all units is compliant with the Heyford Park Design Code, but is minimal and will almost certainly lead to on street parking.
1. Parking for plots 3, 32, 33, 38, 59, 60, 61 is in double garages only and will certainly lead to on-street parking instead.  This is OK for all except plot 3 because there is plenty of drive space to accommodate.  However, plot 3 will almost certainly park on the adjacent visitor spaces – it is suggested that two of these visitor spaces quite simply relabelled as being for plot 3.
1. The cycle and bin storage shown for each plot on drawing No.P04 in the D&A addendum, do not appear on this revised plan.  The County would like to see them included for the avoidance of any doubt.
1. The footway provision on the south edge of the site ties in with the new provision between Larsen Road and the track to the west of the site.
