Somerton Parish council Object to the following applications

17/00895/F
1. Very large and imposing on the landscape, No Village feel to it, looks more in keeping with a city development.
1. 4 storey apartment blocks not in keeping with the heritage of the site or the area, should be lower, 2 or 3 storeys max
1. In our opinion it does not seem at all in sympathy to the heritage of the site
Traffic Assessment: 
1. We have no confidence with this modelling,   Heyford- Somerton road was seeing over 1100 vehicles per day in 2015, 18% were exceeding the 30mph limit. So to suggest there would be just 1511 in 2019 and 1540 in 2024 underestimates the impact on local roads, there is bound to be local traffic attracted to the site that will increase the amount of traffic volume on the Surrounding small rural unclassified roads.
1. With the Camp road running through the middle of the "village Centre" there will be a need to control traffic speeds, this will encourage through traffic to find a way round to Bicester and M40 on the small rural unclassified roads on the route of least resistance.     
1. Somerton Ardley road not even considered in the study.
1. The proposal does not consider the impact on the local roads and there is no mitigation in there for any perceived impact (i.e. any S106 commitments or funding of additional measures).".
